Code of Conduct for Parents

The purpose of the Longmont Youth Football Association is to allow young people the opportunity to participate, provide a wholesome educational experience, and teach fundamentals, while stressing teamwork, good sportsmanship, self discipline and respect for others.  Dedicated parents are essential to the success of the football league.

( I will have my child at all games and all practices on time unless I have                  notified the coach beforehand.  I understand that the coach may penalize my child for being tardy or absent from games or practices.

( I will treat every individual player, opposing coach referee, parent and administrator with respect and dignity.

( I will not voice my concern about a referee’s call during a game.  Instead, I will take a deep breath, cherish the great weather, understand that my child is not playing in the super bowl, admire the referee’s snappy black and white shirt, treasure my child’s superior talents and if all else fails. Contact a member of the LYFA Board of Directors.  I fully understand that any abusive conduct by me at a game could result in forfeiture and my child’s expulsion from the league.
( I will not complain about a coach’s explanation in front of the team.  After talking to the coach in private, if I am still not satisfied with the coach’s explanation, I will contact a member of the LYFA Board of Directors to discuss my concern.

( I will examine my child’s football equipment once a week, to ensure that it is maintained and ready for safe use.

( I will prohibit the use of alcohol, tobacco or drugs near a practice field or a game field by anyone associated with the Longmont Youth Football League.

( I will not use or permit the use of abusive or foul language during a practice or game.

( I will report any injury to my child’s coach as soon as I know about it and will not allow my child to practice or play in a game without the doctor’s permission.

I understand that my responsibilities as a parent are of great importance to coaches, players, referrers, and other parents, fans and the league.  My actions are a very visible example of the participants with whom I am involved.  I promise to uphold the standards listed in this code of conduct.
