INFORMATION FOR PARENTS

General Information


The Longmont Youth Football Association’s (LYFA) mission statement is “to provide the students of the St. Vrain Valley School District with an outstanding athletic experience stressing competitiveness, teamwork, football fundamentals, and above all good sportsmanship.”


The LYFA is operated as a tax-exempt, non-profit organization.  All proceeds go towards equipment, fields, referees, and promotion.  The LYFA Board of Directors consists of volunteers from the community dedicated to furthering the LYFA mission.


The LYFA selects coaches based on their football knowledge, coaching experience, personal integrity and commitment to good sportsmanship.  All head coaches are required to undergo a background check.  In addition, all head coaches must sign a code of conduct form, which states that they agree to maintain the highest standard of conduct.


Dedicated parents are also essential to the success of the football league.  By registering your child for football, you are agreeing to have your child at games and practices on time.  All coaches and volunteers, and parents’ participation in the team’s activities is important.  Abusive parents or coaches at games or practices will not be tolerated.  The Board of Directors has all final authority.

Registration forms must contain school information.  Players will be assigned to play on teams by where they attend school.

Minimum age is 8 years old and enrolled in the 3rd grade.  Maximum age is 15 years old and enrolled in the 8th grade.

Schaefer Athletic Inc. will be selling pants with pads at equipment handout.  All players on the same team MUST have like colored pants to be eligible for game participation.  Players will receive a helmet, shoulder pads and a game jersey from the LYFA.  Players are expected to have their own pants with pads, practice jersey, mouth guard, chin strap, football shoes and any accessories they want to wear.  All helmets and shoulder pads must be turned in at the end of the season on check-in day.  
3rd and 4th Grade Combined Leagues
Cost: $140.00 


Eligibility- The Longmont Youth Football Association assigns players to a team representing their elementary school on a first come, first served basis.  After a team has reached a 25 player limit, players are assigned to the nearest available team.  Proof of where a player attends school will be mandatory during registration.  A student is eligible to play if they are enrolled in the appropriate grade by August 1.   

Practices/Games- The 3rd and 4th grade leagues will be allowed 3 practices of two hours each on Monday, Wednesday and Fridays, and one game per week.  They can have 4 practices a week until the first week of games.  Games will be on Saturdays at Sandstone.

5th Grade Leagues
Cost: $140.00 

Eligibility- The Longmont Youth Football Association assigns players to a team representing their elementary school on a first come, first served basis.  After a team has reached a 25 player limit, players are assigned to the nearest available team. Proof of where a player attends school will be mandatory during registration.   A student is eligible to play if they are enrolled in the appropriate grade by August 1.

Practices/Games- The 5th grade leagues will be allowed 3 practices of two hours each on Monday, Wednesday and Fridays, and one game per week.  They can have 4 practices a week until the first week of games.  Games will be on Saturdays at Sandstone.

6th and 7th Grade Leagues
Cost: $160.00 

               Eligibility- The Longmont Youth Football Association assigns players to a team representing their middle school on a first come, first served basis.  After a team has reached a 25 player limit, players are assigned to the nearest available team.  Proof of where a player attends school will be mandatory during registration.  A student is eligible to play if they are enrolled in the appropriate grade by August 1.

Practice/Games- The 6th and 7th grade leagues will only be allowed 4 practices of 2 hours each plus one game per week.  They can have 5 practices a week until the first week of games.   Games will be on Saturdays.
8th Grade League

Cost: $160.00 

Eligibility- The Longmont Youth Football Association assigns players to a team representing their middle school on a first come, first served basis.  After a team has reached a 25 player limit, players are assigned to the nearest available team. Proof of where a player attends school will be mandatory during registration.   A student is eligible to play if they are enrolled in the appropriate grade by August 1.


Practice/Games- The 8th Graders will only be allowed 5 practices of 2 hours each plus one game per week.  Games will be on Saturdays.
